Call to Order – President Debbie Kenderdine called the meeting to order at 1:00 PM

Roll Call – Association Manager Jay Daryman had the roll call of officers.  In attendance were President Debbie Kenderdine, Vice President Greg Wall, Directors:  Andrea Andrzjewski, Barbara Bair, Ronald Dalesandro, Janet Duck, Mike Frey, Becky Herman, Bill Keeney, Bonnie Keeney, Wanda Murray, Dave Reagle, Debbie Reagle, Katie Shumaker and Phil Shumaker.  USBC Field Representative was also present.

Report of the Representative Registration Committee  -  16 Officers & Directors, 22 Delegates and 2 Alternates.

Approval/Corrections of Previous Meeting Minutes – Barbara Bair made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Jean Dazura 2nd.  Motion carried.

Reports of Officers – 

Debbie Kenderdine – Thanked Jay for setting up the awards Lunch.  Anything pertaining to the PA State bowling, information can be found on the web site.  Thanked Dave and Deb Reagle for running the State Championships tournament.  Also thanked all the board members who helped.  Thanked Becky Herman and the Allentown Youth Association for helping out at the Pepsi State Tournament and to the Berks/Montco Association for hosting the State Championships.  We are always looking for ways to improve the tournament.  There is a survey on the web site and Debbie asked that everyone try and partake in it.  Kim Main is attending the meeting to talk about changes at USBC.  This years Bowling Conference will be held September 24th.  The conference will be geared toward youth bowling and High School bowling.  Bob Learn will be the guest speaker.


Jay Daryman – Thanked the board for all their help with the tournaments.  He noted that all the associations in PA has completed or are waiting to hear back from headquarters on their chartering.


Financial Reports – Jay went through the 4 accounts.  The General account, Pepsi account, State account, and the Scholarships account.  The Pepsi tournament account is stable and is financially in good shape.  The State account operated in the red this year.  The Scholarship account is in good shape.  USBC has not yet asked for any of our money to put into the SMART program.    Motion was made by Becky Herman to accept the financial reports.  Wanda Murray 2nd.  Vote taken.  Motion Carried.

2006-2007 Budget will be reviewed at our Fall board meeting.

Committee Reports


Audit – Bill Keeney gave the report and found that all the accounts were in order


Tournaments – Pepsi Tournament –A handout was given to everyone on the entries for this year.  In 2006 Allentown did a great job and there was plenty of help from the local association.  The 2007 tournament in Lancaster will be held in Lancaster.  The 12 & Over divisions will be held at 222 Dutch Lanes and the 11 & Under divisions will be held at Blue Ball Lanes.  There will be no changes in the fees for 2007.  At the local and district levels there are no changes.  However at the state finals, there will be a few changes.  All bowlers will bow 4 games on day 1.  The top 25% in handicap and top 50% in scratch will return for day 2 to bowl another 4 games.  Scores will carry over from day 1.  The oil pattern of the lanes will be a sport shot.  Each squad on Saturday will bowl on fresh conditions.  The 11 & Under division awards will be presented on the same day at their center after the completion of the last squad on Saturday.


Tournaments – State Championships – Dave Reagle gave a handout on the comparison of the entries in the divisions.  The divisions will go through a change for next year,  Because of the financial responsibility the 41 divisions will go to 20 divisions.  The averages for the classes were tabled to the fall board meeting.  Dave thanked all that helped with this year’s tournament.  The 2007 tournament will be held in Wyoming Valley at Choco’s which is a 40 lane house and at Stanton Lanes which is a 50 lane house.  The tournament will also go to 2 weekends from 3 weekends because of the Nascar race in the Pocono’s.  Bowling fees will go from $15 to $18 for the next 2 seasons.  All souvenir proceeds go to the scholarship fund.  The handicap divisions will be 100% to the top of the division.

Unfinished Business – None

New Business – USBC Presentation by Kim Main.

Dues Increase - Effective August 1, 2006 the USBC nation youth dues will be $9.50.  Local dues are a max of $4.00 and State dues max is $.50.

Awards Changes - Also changing effective August 1, 2006 is the awards program.  Youth members will earn medals, pins or emblems for their bowling achievements.  Rings can be purchased.  Plaques given out locally must be under $20 excluding the engraving.  These changes had to be made so that USBC can comply with the rules associated with national collegiate and state high school associations.

SMART program - Another change effective August 1 is that all certified scholarship tournaments, leagues, etc. must use SMART to manage scholarship dollars.  Scholarships not issued by a National Governing Body can jeopardize a student’s athletic eligibility in any sport (NCAA rule).  There could be some exceptions but those have yet to be determined.  

Registered Volunteer Program – This was started by YABA and is part of USBC strategic plan.  It will be a mandatory program with background screening so all volunteers are registered and will follow a code of conduct.  All materials related to the program are posted on bowl.com under Registered Volunteer link on the left side of the home page.

Final Report of the Delegate Registration Committee – 16 Officers & Directors, 22 Delegates, 2 Alternates.

Nominating Committee Report and Action - Deb Bayus announced Greg Wall for Vice President.  No other nomination from the floor.  Barbara Bair made a motion to elect Greg Wall by acclamation.  Bill Keeney 2nd.  Vote taken, motion carried.

Deb Bayus announced Mike Fry, Wanda Murray, Jarod Ward, Andrea Andrzjewski and Bonnie Keeney for directors.  No other nominations from the floor.  Barbara Bair made a motion to elect these individuals by acclamation.  Bill Keeney 2nd.  Vote taken, motion carried.

From the Floor – Jay Daryman announced that bidding will begin for the 2009 tournaments.  He would like to have something from the western part of the state.

The 2006 David Dahms Sportsmanship Award went to Elizabeth Seibel which was presented at the Jr. Gold Championships.

Tim Pfeifer and Jason Wunderlich became members of the Jr. Team USA.
